We also enjoyed learning about Nepal and completed our 
sponsored Everest climb together. Every day after lunch we 
walked towards the top of the mountain; enjoying climbing to some great tunes such as, 
'Walking on Sunshine,' and 'I'm Gonna Be (500 miles)’. 
 
Year 1 children found some beans on the playground floor. We threw them onto the field so 
the birds could eat them but they grew into a magical beanstalk before our eyes! We have 
been reading a story called, ‘Jim and the Beanstalk,’ and talking about what might be at the 
top. Children in Year 1 have their own bean that they will take home to grow.  
 
Last week, we also learned about Nepal. We learned about the geography of the area. We 
know that the tallest mountain is in Nepal and it is called Mount Everest. We learned that it 
is landlocked—ask us what this means. We also learned about some of the animals that were 
living there.  
 
We were delighted seeing all the 
children swapping books from home during the day, dressing up and also taking park in a 
special world book day discovery time.  We enjoyed sharing our favourite books from the 
book corner with our Year 3 Southway friends, when we took a short trip there on Tuesday.
